He got his admission as a soldier at the camp in
Shendurni as per the scheme of Border Camps. In 1946-47, he played as an integral
part in Hyderabad Mukti Sangram and assaulted on the Police Station in Soegaon. In
the course of time, he actively participated in police investigation, because of that he
was imprisoned, but he got himself freed from that. After Hyderabad Mukti Sangram,
he continued to serve for the Society in various sectors like Education, Cooperation,
and Labour Movements. He was also a member of Hyderabad State Peace during the
period 1948-50. He was a member of Marathwada Shikshan Prasarak Mandalin 1958.
He started Pandit Jawaharlal Nehru College, Aurangabad and Sant Dnyaneshwar
Mahavidyalaya, Soegaon in June 1971. He was the President of District Co-operative
Board in 1960-61. He established Aurangabad District Bhuvikas Co-operative Bank in
1961. He was the President of District congress. He was elected as an MLA from Sillod
constituency voting and again from Bhokardan in1967. In 1971, Shri Baburaoji Kale
was elected as an MP from Jalna. He was an organizer of Marathwada Region
Congress in 1976. As his work in Indira Congress Party was quite remarkable, he
became the Vice-president of the Maharashtra Pradesh Congressin 1980.
